Year 5 Homework Expectations and Support
Reading – 20 mins daily
When your child has finished a book, please remind them to log it in the Reading Record and answer an appropriate Blooms question in enough detail to prove they have read the whole story.  They can then highlight the Blooms question they answered on the sheet at the back of the Reading Record.
Please also encourage your child to complete the Autumn Reading Challenge.  This can be found in the front of the Reading Record.

Spelling – 20 minutes per week
There will be a spelling test on Purple Mash each week under the 2Do section of their account and it will be linked to our learning in class.  The test will be available from the Friday of that week and will stay open until the following Thursday to give your child plenty of time to complete it.  
The test itself should take no more than 5 minutes to complete, however you might encourage your child to play some of the assigned games on Spelling Shed to practise these spelling patterns prior to doing the test on Purple Mash.
Please note, if there is no available test on Purple Mash for that week we will have been consolidating our learning in class and no new learning will have taken place.

Maths – 30 minutes maximum
Your child will have come home with a stage appropriate Schofield and Sims Mental Arithmetic Book.  In class we have completed the first page so the children know how to use the book. 
Each page is split into three sections and the books get progressively more challenging as they go through.  Some of the content may not have been taught yet, or may be presented in a way that the children aren’t used to, so please be mindful of this.  The children will be encouraged to skip these questions and speak to me in class, or they may come to you for support.
The expectation is that your child will complete one test a week and will bring the book into school on a Thursday to be marked, with a log kept of their scores.  We only expect the children to spend a maximum of 30 minutes a week on each page.  The more practise they have, the quicker they will become, but please do not worry if the whole page isn’t completed.
